Frequently Asked Questions – Summer Camp
1. If I need to cancel, what is your cancellation policy?

If you notify the camp office one month or more in advance of the start of the session, you will get a 90% refund.  If you give 3 to 4 weeks notice, you will get 75% back.  Two to three weeks notice will give you 50% back.  With 1 to 2 weeks notice, we will give you 25% back.  There is no refund if you cancel within one week of the start of the session. 
2.  When is the camp office open?

     The Camp Berea office is open from 8:30am – 5:30pm, Monday through Friday, as well as most weekends.  Questions may be addressed to office personnel during these hours by calling (603) 744-6344.  You can also email by clicking on the “Contact Us” tab on our Web site.

3.  What do I need to do to check in on the first day of camp?

Upon arrival at camp, staff will direct you where to park, and to first check in with the nurse’s station. For more information on pick up/drop off, download “Summer Camp Information” at www.berea.org/forms/

4.  I want to register my child for summer camp, what session should I choose?


Campers must stay within the appropriate session for the grade completed as of June of year attending camp.  Sessions are broken down by the grade your child completes prior to coming to summer camp.  Exceptions may be made but ONLY in the case where the camper requests to go “down” to a younger camp session.  All requests must be made in writing and are not our recommended experience.

5.  Are there financial aid options?


Financial aid is available for summer sessions.  Download the “Campership Eligibility Form” from www.berea.org/forms/, or contact the office for the application.  It is our desire that no child miss out on a Berea camping experience due to financial need.  Camperships are for partial assistance.  


Discounts - The second child in a family will receive a 10% discount.  Third and subsequent children in your immediate family will receive a 25% discount. Check with your home church for any discounts or church sponsored financial aid.
6. Does my child need a physical before camp starts?  Do we need a health form?

A qualified physician’s signature must appear on each camper’s health form to comply with New Hampshire state law.  A physical is valid if it is less than 24 months old at the start of the camp session.  The health history portion of the health form must be complete annually within 6 months of the session. 9.  What does my child have to do if they are interested in playing paintball?

10. Does my child need spending money?


All meal and most recreation activities are included in the price of camp.  If your child is interested in playing paintball; going tubing or waterskiing; doing an extra craft or getting a treat from our snack bar, we would recommend sending some cash with them.  When you check-in, they can deposit it into our “bank” in the office.  Please read “Summer Camp Information” for further information.
11. How do I request a cabin mate for my camper?


We will try our best to fulfill your cabin mate request, although requests do not guarantee the same cabin. Please follow these guidelines:

a. Requests must be made in writing upon registration (first and last names please)

b. Limit cabin mate requests to 2 

c. Indicate which cabin mate request is your #1 choice
d. No more than 1 grade difference. We always bring the older camper down to the younger cabin when the cabin mate is older than the other.
e. Cabin mates must request each other.
